We are nearly to an end of our first season playing under BIPHA affiliation, with no offside rules! 

Again we have seen some superb hockey, a season of some surprising results at times.

Under Bipha we now have the Superleague regional system replacing what you all used to know as the conference tournaments, still we need to revive the prestige of the regional competitions. 
Our first season did not create the extra challenges that were expected, it was not long before the old comparisons were dropped, some read the rule book from cover to cover and others still have not even opened it, it remains our objective to provide the fairest and most competitive environment that we can manage. It would be my recommendation to continue business next season as we are and progress further to raise the profile of Inline Hockey.

We ran the three senior divisions, the promotions and relegations will be announced formally at the AGM, all teams shall be moved to the correct league based on position at the end of each season. Teams will be moved to fill the premier and Div 1 Leagues as stated on the web site, All new teams will have to enter at Division Two and work up. We feel we must be doing something right since we currently have four applications to enter our senior league system.
Over the last year since the AGM and the EGM of 2009 a lot has happened, to further promote our Sport of Inline Hockey we know have British Sledge Hockey Association (BSHA) amongst the group, I have been actively working on initiatives to get this started, this new sport enables opportunities for all to play. Trying to get something this new off the ground is very challenging especially when we do not have all of the answers, it is that new.

We are now a member of Surrey Clubs for Young People (SYCP), there are funding opportunities for us if we apply, and opportunities amongst the many clubs that are also members, please visit http://www.scyp.co.uk/ for details and news.
The U10 development was a struggle at times, many thanks to those that helped, and we believe it made a difference to the increase of 23 young new members at that age group in addition to the recruitment of the existing clubs. Perhaps the league could try these at all the age groups. Will be reviewing the possibility to partner with South Wales on some leagues, firstly the U10s to extend the hockey opportunities but remain registered to own regions for Superleague purposes. 

On a negative note it remains disappointing in the way that some of our members treat “our” facility, a large number still do not know how to make use of the rubbish bins. Some are deliberately striking the rink with their sticks, if this is seen and damage is done, the player / team will be liable for costs to repair. 

After Five long years as the league treasurer, we have the unfortunate task to find a new league treasurer, please join me in expressing a very big thank you to Sean Sullivan who has managed the accounts through pastures old and new. THANK YOU SEAN !

It is up to us to take the next steps for our league, its development and the position of Inline Hockey, we have Sled Hockey joining us, a veterans League and continued Hockey, we need to recruit more players and teams to encourage and build on the level of competition that you all have enjoyed in the past, for this we need more helpers in specific roles to achieve our objectives.
